The People Behind the Journey
Spotlight On: O. James Lighthizer, Trustee of the Journey Through Hallowed Ground
Partnership

What attracted Jim Lighthizer to the Journey Through Hallowed Ground Partnership's
mission is a shared commitment to a calling to which he has dedicated his life: Public
Service. Now President of the Civil War Preservation Trust, Jim's career as a public
servant is one with few comparables. It began in 1979 when he was elected to the
Maryland State Legislature. Shortly thereafter he was elected County Executive of Anne
Arundel County, and during this service he established a county farmland protection
program. Next he agreed to serve for eight years as Maryland's Secretary of
Transportation. During his tenure he created a national model for the preservation of
battlefield land through Transportation Enhancement Programs and, in doing so,
conserved thousands of acres of Civil War battlefields for public use. In 1999

he assumed the position of President of the Civil War Preservation Trust. Under his
leadership, the Civil War Preservation Trust has flourished. Membership has more than
tripled, and the battlefield acreage under preservation has more than quadrupled. For

Partner Profile:  Tolson's Chapel

As part of our mission to raise awareness of the historic resources within the JTHG region, we are pleased to bring you
our Partner Profiles. This space will be dedicated to introducing people to lesser known historic sites, and sites that need
support from the public to sustain their operations.

Tolson's Chapel was built by the African American community of Sharpsburg,
Maryland in 1866, four years after the Battle of Antietam. Two years later in 1868, the
chapel became home to a Freedman Bureau's school, and the building served as the
only school for local African American children until 1898. The church remained a
center of African American life in Sharpsburg, but as economic opportunities
dwindled in the region, most African American in Sharpsburg moved away to larger
urban areas. By the 1970's Tolson's was only used for annual homecoming services,
and when the last member passed away in the mid-1990's, the church was
deconsecrated by the local Methodist conference. The building and adjacent cemetery p
were donated to the Save Historic Antietam Foundation (SHAF) in 2002, and SHAF,

the Catoctin Center for Regional Studies, and a corps of volunteers known as the Tolson's Chapel
Friends of Tolson's Chapel are leading the effort to stabilize the structure and restore

the church to its 19thcentury appearance.

While the exterior of the building has suffered over the years, the interior of the building
remains remarkably close to its original state. The Friends of Tolson's Chapel have just
completed an emergency stabilization phase of their preservation project, and are about to
embark on the exterior preservation phase, taking the structure back to its original log and
board and batten construction.When completed, the organization hopes the building will
serve as an educational and interpretive center with programs to highlight post-Civil War
African American history. "The church and school stand as powerful symbols of what many
felt the war was about: freedom for the 4 million enslaved before the war," says Dean
Herrin, Project Manager for the Friends of Tolson's Chapel and NPS Coordinator for the

The interior remains largely intact. Catoctin Center for Regional Studies.

The Friends of Tolson's Chapel are seeking funds to help establish a permanent maintenance fund for the chapel. They are
also in need of technical assistance in producing video and web materials to publicize the restoration effort.
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The FOTC has also undertaken a research project to compile a context report on existing Freedman's Bureau schools in the
United States. If anyone has information on extant Freeman's Bureau schools, please contact Dean Herrin.
